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Dear Parents, Students and Colleagues,   

To further promote our school’s vision as well as student learning and development, 
a whole school initiative on “The 3 Ps” is being implemented from 7 November 2021. 
The 3 Ps encourage every student, parent and staff member of the VIPS learning 
community to understand and implement The 3 Ps, as successful participants in 
UAE society and the global economy. The 3 Ps are:

Punctuality
Preparedness
Participation

Punctuality - students are expected to be punctual when arriving at school, between 
lessons, after breaks and when submitting assignments. Students are expected to  
arrive at school before 7:55am. Our school doors are open from 7:30am. Students 
are encouraged and expected to arrive at school early and start their day with their 
classmates and teachers in a friendly school environment. Students are expected to 
transition successfully from one lesson to another, and after break times, in a 
punctual manner. 

Preparedness - students are encouraged and expected to be prepared for learning 
every day. Three key factors which can lead to successful preparedness are: 
 1. taking care our personal health and well-being - proper sleep,  
     healthy eating and living, personal hygiene, having a growth  
     mindset;
 2. understanding and adhering to “VIPS Student Behavior Policy”–  
    including the school’s dress code (school uniform only, no mobile  
    phone on campus, no make-up, nail polish, jewelry, etc.); 
  3. review and reflection – students are encouraged and expected to  
   review and reflect upon their learning, make corrections and  
    improve their assignments

Participation – student participation is directly linked to students’ levels of progress 
and attainment. Students have ample opportunities to participate in their lessons 
with their teacher and classmates by asking and answering questions, engaging in 
dialogue and debate, using their research skills, taking risks, do their homework, 
revise and improve their assignments, and reflect upon their learning. Therefore, 
students are encouraged and expected to participate in their lessons and learning 
activities.
